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You’ve no doubt heard 

about identity theft, but 

you may not be familiar 

with the many ways 

crooks can access your 

personal information, 

and the many ways you 

can protect yourself.  

Think about it. In the 

course of a busy day, you 

may write a check at the 

grocery store, charge 

tickets for a sporting 

event, rent a car, 

purchase airline tickets 

over the Internet, change 

service providers for 

your cell phone, or apply 

for a credit card. In all 

these situations, you 

provide personal and/or 

financial information to 

conduct the transaction, 

and thieves may be 

ready to intercept that 

information in a number 

of ways.  Experts agree 

that we can’t totally 

protect ourselves in 

every situation, but there 

are many things we can 

do to reduce our chances 

of becoming a victim of 

identity theft.   

Here’s what you should 

know. The most common 

form of identity theft is 

where an imposter uses 

your personal 

information—name, 

Social Security number, 

or other identifying 
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information—to obtain 

credit in your name.  

Many people believe it 

won’t happen to them, 

but the statistics suggest 

otherwise. According to 

Javelin Strategy & 

Research Survey 8.4 

million consumers had 

their identity stolen in 

2007.  They estimate that 

nearly one in five 

consumers will have 

their identity stolen in 

their lifetime.  

However, you can 

reduce your risk of 

identity theft by 

minimizing the amount 

of personal information 

that is accessible. Don't 

provide any personal 

information unless it is to 

a known and trusted 

source. There are 

numerous steps you can 
take to secure your 

personal data including 

responsible information 

handling and sharing, 

safe Internet usage, and 

proper management of 

your personal 

information. The sooner 

you detect fraud, the 

easier it will be to rectify 

and recover from.   

Here are a few tips to 

reduce the threat of 

identity theft: 

 Do not provide your personal 

information to anyone you 

don't know over the phone or 

via the Internet unless you 

have initiated contact. If in 

doubt, contact the business at 

the phone number of record, 

not a phone number provided 

by the caller. 

 Do not respond to any 

unsolicited emails. 

 Register for the national do not 

call registry by visiting 

www.donotcall.gov or by 

calling 1-888-382-1222. Contact 

your state's Attorney General's 

Office to find out if your state 

offers a registry. 

 Opt out of pre-approved credit 

offers at 

www.optoutprescreen.com or 

by calling 888-5OPTOUT. 

 Remove your name from mail 

marketing lists at 

www.dmaconsumers.org 

 Purchase a shredder and shred 

any documents containing 

your personal information 

before disposing of it. 

 Secure personal information in 

your home if you have 

roommates, employ outside 

help, or are having work done 

at your home. 

 Ask about information 

security policies at your place 

of employment, financial 

institution, or any other 

businesses that may have your 

personal information, such as 

doctor's offices. Verify that 

your information is secure and 

how it is disposed of. 

 Secure your wallet or purse 

when in public places or at 

work to prevent theft. 

 Review all monthly 

statements, including phone or 

wireless bills for unauthorized 

charges or use.
